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TAT TO SPEND 1.9 BILLION FOR
CAMPAIGNS TO ATTRACT MORE TOURISTS 

TAT plans to roll out more promotions and increase
airline seat capacity, they said that it will revise its 2023
tourism revenue target following the allocation of a
budget by the government for tourism promotional
campaigns.

The cabinet approved a total of 3.9 billion baht for
promotional campaigns, of which 1.93 billion baht will be
used for marketing to help the Thai tourism sector.

One of the issues TAT will focus on will be increasing
airline seat capacity. According marketing campaigns
will follow the "ABC strategy", which stands for Airline
focus, Big cities and beyond, and Collaboration with
agents.

QATAR AIRWAYS TO

The number is still a marked
increase on the estimated
9.2mn people who visited the
island from January through
December last year, Ms
Nanthasiri said, according to an
official report released on Jan
30.

The TAT has set a target of
23mn tourists visiting Thailand
in 2023, Ms Nanthasiri said.

The TAT will be aiming to
attract more tourists by
promoting year- round activities
through the campaign '365
Days of Wonders of Thailand...
You can travel every day'," Ms
Nanthasiri concluded.

Qatar Airways, is set to launch
additional flights from Thailand,
with the introduction of a third
flight from the famed holiday
island, Phuket, starting from 1
February 2023. 

This additional frequency to
Phuket brings the number of
flights from Thailand up to
seven per day, alongside four
daily flights from Bangkok.

One of the flights will now carry
on to Penang International
Airport, the third largest airport
in Malaysia, before returning to
Doha via Phuket.

Thailand's economy could grow
as much as 4% this year, which
would be the fastest rate in five
years, bolstered by a rebound in
the tourism sector and increased
domestic consumption,

The economy will definitely be
better than last year... despite
some impact from energy prices,"
Supattanapong Punmeechaow,
who is in charge of economic
affairs, told a seminar.

Thailand's economic recovery has
lagged that of other Southeast
Asian nations, with the crucial
tourism sector just starting to
rebound last year with 11.15
million foreign tourist arrivals.
